The mountains in Härjedalen are either intensely verdurous, as some of Sweden’s foremost
flowering mountains Mittåkläppen and Hamrafjället, or fascinating barren.

“30 gem tours in Funäsdalen” are our hiking favorites, the best all- or half-day hikes. 
The idea is that you should be able to stay and eat well, and have several fantastic day trips to
choose from. Simple but of great quality is our criteria. Suitable clothing and one of our easy
descriptions is all you need to be able to fully enjoy a nice walk! For the more experienced
mountaineers who want to hike on their own, the adventures are almost boundless; 450 km of
marked trails and limitless unmarked possibilities. This year we have introduced a summit-
climbing program.

Make a trip that includes both nature and
culture.The highest situated road in Sweden, Flatruet. Go in direction Messlingen in
Mittådalen turn left towards Ljungdalen. Flatruet is  975 above the sealevel. Beautiful view.

5 km east of Funäsdalen is the minersvillage Ljusnedal. Make a visit in the area, walk the
cultural trail. Restaurant at Gyllene Bocken. In 1989 the Swedish King Carl XVI Gustaf made a
visit and signed the stone.

Sami Land
In funäsdalen there are two samivillages, Mittådalen und Ruvhten Sitje. Make a visit in
Mittådalen and see the outdoorexhibition about the samipeople and their reindeers.  Here is
also a shop with handicraft and café. Funäsdalen and back 40 km.

Röros
The closest town to Funäsdalen, on the other side of the Norwegian boarder. A gem from the
17th century. Röros, listed on UNESCO’s World Heritage List. The mining town has been kept
untouched and living and makes for an interesting visit. There are several art galleries to visit
in Røros. On the way there stop at the mine Olavsgruvan. Funäsdalen and back again 150 km.
